Recreation Field/Playground: FIT update
Cllr Hodder and Cllr Taylor inspected the field in relation to the annual inspection report.  A couple of items 
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were raised such as cutting down protruding bolts, addressing a tripping hazard, realigning brackets on basket swing and will need to address an issue with the seven aside posts.  Councillors considered if a warning sign should be put by the goal posts to warn against swinging on the posts.  
FIT deed of dedication documents have been received. Cllr Taylor was not present so it was proposed and seconded by Cllrs Hodder and Thomson that the item be taken forward to November for discussion and decision.

FIT update given by Cllr Taylor.  The agreement has been signed off and is now in place with the Bowling Club.  If the Parish Council is still in agreement it is now in a position to progress the Deed Of Dedication to take control of the playing fields.  The FIT Solicitor is content that the PC can take ownership.  New quote for this has been received for £1500 plus vat for costs which is substantially lower than the previously suggested figure of c£10k.  If the PC wishes to proceed then a conveyancing solicitor could be appointed to oversee the contract.  Cllr Taylor proposed investigating taking this forward ,seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed.
