Street lighting – to consider a proposal for an additional street light in Church Lane
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No formal proposal was forthcoming.  A Cheswardine resident had suggested a light be installed in Church Street.  No accidents or near misses have been recorded in this location.  Councillors agreed to monitor the area for 6 months then review the suggestion.

Defibrillators – to progress proposal to purchase x2 additional defibrillators for the parish – to agree locations; To agree signage; To consider solar lighting for kiosk – quote; 
Councillors discussed an email received querying why the Parish Council has purchased additional defibrillators. Councillors agreed that as per the West Midlands Ambulance Service website, defibrillators save lives and the Parish Council took the decision to make the purchases in order to give their residents the best possible chance of survival.  Councillors discussed signage for the defibrillators – to confirm sign size.  Signs will cost c £15.  To include what3words.  

e)
Playing fields – Quotes for adult gym equipment: to receive/consider; Dog waste sign
A proposal to purchase adult gym equipment will be taken forward to the January Meeting for further consideration. The Clerk was asked to order dog waste signage for a bin.  A replacement ‘bear’ bin is to be ordered due to damage to the rear panel which cannot be fixed.  Cllr Faulkner is to remove the current bin.

Playground –to receive quotes for ‘witches hat’ and basketball area
Quotes for the proposed equipment have been circulated prior to the Meeting via email.  The Annual Inspection report was also circulated for consideration.  Quotes for a zip wire, Witches Hat/Cone and a hoop plus bonded surface were compared and discussed.  Councillors agreed to take the Hat/Cone matter forward to January for further discussion.  No quotes have been received as yet for cycle ramps.  To also look at adult gym equipment and a replacement CCTV system.  Cllr Taylor proposed installing a hoop and bounce area, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed.

The Memorial tree will be planted on Thursday at 1pm.  A formal ceremony will be held next year.  A professional survey of the recreation field has been carried out to identify any services running underground.  Thanks were offered to those residents who carried out the search and gave their time and professional services.
