Public Questions in respect of above report.  Reports from village groups.
No questions were raised.  
The In Bloom group representative gave a report and update.  A new scheme has been running for a couple of years with 2 families taking responsibility for a planter.  Scarecrow festival to raise money for the flowers. £500 raised for the planting.  Finding having events to raise money for the flowers quite hard work. Have been looking for people to donate towards the costs and maybe adopt areas.  This has proven to be quite successful.  Have approached the Parish Council for a contribution towards costs.  Would ideally like a pot of £850 per annum but have only managed £700 so far. Cllr Faulkner suggested the group completes the grant application form and present it to the next Council meeting.  Cllr Stallard mentioned that historically the Red Lion used to hold a pub quiz specifically to raise funds for the In Bloom Group.  New walking leaflets are out and available to view on the PC website.  Funding for these leaflets came from Veolia.  It is hoped that people will start downloading the leaflets to reduce the printing leaflets.  Also on Shropshire Outdoors website.  
Report from the Hall BOM.  Councillors commented how pleasing it is to see the Hall moving forward with its plans.

An opportunity for Members of the Parish to raise any matters for discussion to include Shropshire Council’s Local Plan Review/expression of residents views upon the potential for Cheswardine to be registered as a Community Cluster within the development plan

Councillors reminded the public of the vacancies for Councillors and gave an overview of the roles and responsibilities of the Members.  
A resident asked how much the council receives in precept.  Councillors explained what the main bulk of costs for the Council are.  Main areas of expenditure this last year have been on the playground, replacing equipment and fencing, energy costs etc.  Councillors do try to do some minor repairs themselves to keep costs down but the major works have to be undertaken by qualified professionals.  New grounds maintenance contractor has been appointed.  
Keeping reserve funds in place to take over the recreation field from FIT at some point in the future in order to protect it for future use.  Very valuable community asset.  Looking into funding for a possible cycle path for a safe cycle route for children following a petition raised by children at the school wanting replacement goal posts and a cycle track. £45per sq metre 200 metres in length.  In very early discussion stages as the costs will be very high to provide this facility.
