Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 21st September 2021 at the Parish Hall, Cheswardine

1. Chairman’s welcome, announcements, apologies & public participation 
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To observe a minute’s silence in memory of former Cheswardine Councillor
The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm and a minute’s silence was observed in memory of former Cllr Arthur Millington who had recently passed away. 
Apologies were received from Cllr Stanton and the Parish Clerk. 
One member of the public who had previously expressed an interest in joining the Council, attended the meeting but had no comments at this point.
2. To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation requests in accordance with the Code of Conduct. Members are reminded to declare any gifts and/or hospitality. (LGA 1972 s94)

None were received. 
3. Co-option of Councillor
Cllr Taylor proposed the Mr Hodder be co-opted to the Parish Council, Cllr Thomson seconded this, all agreed. Resolved. Mr Hodder completed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office and Shropshire Council’s Disclosable Pecuniary Interests Form, which he will forward to Shirehall. 

4. Approval of the Minutes: To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 20th July 2021 (Local Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1))

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last meeting. Cllr Taylor
proposed them to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. The

Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

5. Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda

Cllr Taylor suggested that the on-going matters relating to the Scribe software and the Personal Committee be left for the time being, all agreed. 
6. Unitary Councillor’s report

Cllr Gittins reported that there was currently a national Town and Parish Council Boundary Review being undertaken and Market Drayton Town Council had expressed an interest to Shropshire Council for their town boundary to be reviewed. Cllr Gittins suggested that the progress of this review would be worth monitoring as, if a boundary south of the town is moved, it may impact on this Parish Council. Cllr Gittins was also pleased to report that Shropshire Highways had made a good job of Hayward’s Lane and went on to advise that Highways is one of the priorities of the new Shropshire Council Leader.
7
Housekeeping
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a) Allotments – Tenancy agreement – update (Small holdings & Allotments Act 1908 ss23,26,42)
The new agreement has been signed by the Parish Council and confirmation is still required that the PCC have signed the agreement. A corresponding agreement between the Parish Council and the Allotment Society needs to be completed. Cllr Thomson advised the Allotment Society were due to have their AGM on Sunday 26th September. Cllr Taylor agreed to liaise with the Clerk to try and get this agreement to them (via Cllr Thompson) for this meeting.
b) Strategic Objectives Plan – Councillors to discuss initial ideas & formulate a plan

Cllr Taylor suggested that this matter be taken forward once further Cllr co-option had taken place but, in the meantime, he will forward all current information to Cllr Hodder to update him.

c) Requirement for odd job person - update

Confirmation that this arrangement at the previously stated hourly rate is acceptable to the person is still outstanding with Cllr Stanton. 

d) Feedback on Land Registry Application
Cllr Taylor advised that the Playing Field registration is progressing, but that the Land Registry require more historical information regarding the additional land so he is liaising with the previous Clerk and other involved persons to obtain this. He will then send this information on to the Parish Council’s lawyers. 
e) Shop Lease
Prior to the meeting all Cllrs had received this draft lease, drawn up by the Council’s lawyers, and the wording was discussed. Cllr Taylor explained that some changes might be required in the naming of the hall in the documents (Parish/Village) so this needed to be checked and may need amending. He proposed that notwithstanding any small change of that name, that may be required, this lease be signed by the Parish Council without further authorisation. Cllr Hodder seconded this proposal, all agreed. Resolved. 
f) Defibrillator installation – update on Wharf installation
It was not known if the defibrillator had yet been installed but the owners of the Wharf Tavern had agreed to pay for the installation of an electrical supply to run the cabinet and so it was unanimously agreed that, once the defibrillator was installed the Clerk should send a thank you letter from the Parish Council. 

g) CCTV update

The corner camera needs to be swapped for a zoom camera and there are still wires in the back room of the Parish Hall which need to be put into a bigger conduit. The Council has retained 10% of the invoice amount. Cllr Taylor is liaising with the contractors as to when this can be done. Training for the nominated Cllrs will be happening once everything is completed.

Parish Matters

a) To acknowledge & receive written reports from Reps:

No meetings had been attended by Cheswardine Parish Cllr representatives since their last meeting. 
b) Cheswardine School – written report received from Cllr Stanton
Cheswardine School hosted the Goldstone Federation Festival recently which attracted a pleasingly large attendance from across the parish and Hinstock. 
Interviews are being held for a graduate student to undertaken an assignment, funded by Keele University, with the aim of growing numbers at the school. 
c) Parish Hall report– written report received from Cllr Stanton
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The draft lease, the details of which have been agreed by a joint shop/parish hall working group, is now with the Community Shop for use of the old committee room for their new permanent shop. Providing that they agree it, the Parish Hall committee are ready to sign. 
Barleys continues to provide a community hub type coffee shop twice a week.
The new stage curtains have been fitted.

The new toddler group has started, and the youth club starts later this week. 
d) Street lighting – to enable Cllrs to raise consider a replacement light quote LGA 1957 s3; HA

1980 s301)

The amount received from AXA in respect of the insurance claim was £829.21 (after retention of the excess) against the replacement cost in excess of £1,079.21. Cllr Hodder proposed that the replacement light be installed by Eon, Cllr Thomson seconded, all agreed. Resolved. 

e) Playing fields /Playground – Installation of new bin

It was agreed that the new odd job person should be asked install the new bin, all agreed.

Cllr Hodder suggested that the Covid signs be taken down from the playground, all agreed.

Cllr Taylor is liaising with Ray Parry regarding the fitting of a thick back board for the basketball hoop and basket.
Cllr Faulkner reported that the dog poo signs seem to be educating people, it was agreed to leave them up. 
f) Grounds maintenance 

Work on Hell Lane has now been completed, costing £195 to level it (one off) with repeat clearing expected 3 times per year in May/July/Sept at a cost of £45.
g) Bus Shelter Notice board
The Parish Council had been asked if they would like noticeboard space in the refurbished bus shelter. Cllr Taylor proposed that noticeboard space should be requested Cllr Thomson seconded this, all agreed. Resolved.   A grant request for a reprint of the Walking Leaflets for £150 was proposed by Cllr Taylor and seconded by Cllr Thompson. All agreed. Resolved. Cllr Taylor will request an invoice in the name of the Parish Council which the PC will pay directly.  The Walking Leaflets will be displayed on the bus shelter notice board.

Highways/Environmental Health Matters

a) Highways – to enable Councillors to raise any local concerns/road closures

Cllr Faulkner reported that the highways contractor for Airband had recently closed Bishops Woods ¾ hour earlier that it should, and that contracting personnel controlling the lights had been offensive. Cllr Faulkner had reported this to Shropshire Council and Airband had apologised.

a) Cash book, bank reconciliation and budget analysis for information

Councillors confirmed receipt of the emailed spreadsheets and bank statements and Cllr Taylor

confirmed that the Bank Reconciliation was correct. He reviewed the budget / actual figures explaining that the overspend in Fixed Assets related to the CCTV/new Defibrillator and signs, and the over spend in Grants related to the grants to the bowling green fencing and a grant to the guides. All agreed that they were happy with the financial information presented.

Cllr Taylor proposed that all the expenditure be paid, Cllr Thomson seconded, all agreed. Resolved.

c) Adult gym equipment – to discuss feedback from other Parish Councils/ to discuss/agree

purchase (LGA 1976s19) & to consider/agree applying for a Severn Trent Wellbeing Grant

Cllr Thomson reported that he has started drafting the grant application using an existing quotation for the four items of equipment and asking for 70% of the cost. (The application must be for at least 51% of the costs). Cllr Taylor will review the draft application online and liaise with the Clerk regarding the further information required. It was agreed that prior to the application being sent to Severn Trent the quotes for equipment should be revalidated. 
d) Bus service –update on proposed for service in conjunction with NS Wheelers (Transport Act 1985 106A)

Unfortunately, the recent difficulties at NS Wheelers have meant that the trial bus service to Market Drayton has been delayed but it is hoping that this will start either 6th or, more realistically, 13th October. Cllr Taylor proposed that this project still be undertaken, as previous minuted, all agreed. This initiative will need to be publicised in the Ches Chat etc once a start date is confirmed. Cllr Stanton will be requested to confirm if the trial will run for the same previously proposed number of weeks.
e) CCTV – to discuss/agree pathway to renovate current system at the Parish Hall (Crime & Disorder Act 1998 ss5&17)

f) Insurance claim for damaged street light – update

g) Conclusion of External Audit confirmation

Prior to the meeting Cllrs had received paperwork relating to the conclusion of the External Audit including the External Audit Certificate and the Notice of Conclusion of Audit. The Clerk has published both these items on the Parish Council website and Cllr Thomson took a copy of the Notice of Conclusion of Audit to put on the Parish Council noticeboard.

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 As the extensive forms were blank, Cllr Taylor suggested that the Clerk complete these forms for the Cllrs to sign, all agreed.
