1 Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm welcoming everyone to the December Meeting of the Parish Council.  Apologies were received  from Cllr Thomson and Cllr Gittins.
 

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
There were no members of the public present.

Requests in accordance with the Code of Conduct
No declarations were received. 

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 19th November 2019
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. Cllr Stallard proposed them to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed. Resolved. 

5 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins sent apologies. 
b)
Parish Councillors’ 

Councillors reported no progress following a recent meeting with a representative of Shropshire Council regarding their contractor refusing to empty bins due to safety hazards.  Hoping that Shropshire Council will take this matter forward for a resolution.  
Cllr Stanton reported from his first meeting at the School and updated on the Federating of Cheswardine School and Hinstock School.  
Cllrs Taylor and Hodder attended a Parish Hall Meeting.

Parish Matters: 
a) 
General Maintenance and or Repairs:  to include
-
Recreation Field/Playground: Any remedial work required; 
The goal posts are still in need of fixing but this work will have to be carried out once the weather improves.  Cllr Hodder to purchase bolt cover caps.  
Fields in Trust: Cllr Taylor confirmed that the Parish Council is able to take over the recreation field land from FIT.  He proposed signing the letter to agree to transfer the land, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed. Resolved.  
The Parish Council will require a Solicitor to act on its behalf to register the title deed and so on.  The original promises will require renewal ie non building clause.  Cllr Taylor proposed renewing the FIT membership, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed. Resolved. 
-
Street lighting – to enable Councillors to review the updated inventory/discuss possible upgrade

Cllr Stanton gave an update on the street lighting having carried out a recent inspection.  Cllr Stanton intends to carry out a full inventory and to create a mapping system.  Once this has been finalised a quote for upgrading can be obtained.  The Clerk provided a sample quote from a neighbouring parish with 28 lights as an indication of likely costs.  Grant funding schemes will be looked into.

Grounds Maintenance
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Invoice received for this year’s maintenance. 

The grounds maintenance contractor, KG Landscaping has confirmed that it is content to continue for next year at the same rate and terms. To discuss under ‘Finance’.  
b)
Highways & Environmental Health/Services
-
To receive items to report for attention: 
An email has been received from a resident complaining about traffic issues by the School.  Councillors discussed the signage in the Close and parking issues.  It was decided that Highways would be unable to impose parking restrictions but a letter could be sent to remind parents to be considerate to residents when collecting/dropping of their children, proposed by Cllr Taylor, seconded by Cllr Faulkner.  All agreed.
-
To receive update of works previously requested
Collapsed drain reported outside Whitehouse Court and Mossfields.  It has been ring-marked for attention but not attended to as yet. 

Chipnall potholes outside The Bungalow is still in need of attention. 

-
Litter bins – to enable Councillors to consider condition of bins/replacements
As reported earlier this matter is still unresolved.  Meeting took place with a representative from Shropshire Council.  Cllr Hodder has requested a copy of the accident report which instigated the non emptying action.  There are two bins by the bus stop.  One is corroded. Cllr Taylor proposed removing the damaged bin, seconded by Cllr Stallard, all agreed. Resolved.  
Cllr Hodder recommended waiting for Shropshire Council to accept responsibility for emptying the bins. Cllr Gittins is pursuing this.  
c)
Allotments – lease agreement update
The PCC have put forward a suggestion for an increase to the annual rent for the allotments. Councillors asked if the Allotment Society have been informed. Clerk to check with the Treasurer.
d)
Decommissioning of phone kiosks
Three kiosks have been put forward by BT for decommissioning.  The Clerk has put forward the Parish Council’s request to adopt the kiosks with the intention of installing defibrillator equipment into them.
e)
Road closure: 
Road Closure:  Marsh Lane Junction to Tag Lane, Chipnall Start Date: 24th February 2020 End Date: 25th February 2020 Purpose: Road Closure - Boundary Box Install
The Clerk informed Councillors that she has requested that the High Street closure planned for 12th be rescheduled for 16th to permit easy access to the polling station.

Councillors discussed the proposed budget comparing figures against the spend for the last 3 years.  It was agreed in principle that a precept requirement of £21963 would be required. To confirm in January.

Funding request to enable reprinting of parish walking leaflets

A funding request for financial assistance to reprint the parish walking leaflets.  As yet an invoice has not been received. To roll forward. 
vi)
Defibrillators – quotes for consideration
Quotes were provided by Heartstart Midlands and the provider of the current defibrillator.  Cllr Faulkner proposed accepting the quote from Heartstart Midland, seconded by Cllr Taylor.  A quote was also giving for fitting and the refurbishment of the red telephone kiosk which the PC will be adopting.  All agreed. Resolved.  Clerk to appoint.  The defibrillators will be installed at the Hall, in the red kiosk in Chipnall and the modern kiosk in Soudley.  
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It was further agreed that a Councillor would arrange for the modern kiosk to be cleaned by a window cleaner and that the PC would refund costs, proposed by Cllr Stallard, seconded by Cllr Faulkner. All agreed.

Parish Hall request for the Parish Council to take out a Public Works Loan to finance renovation repairs to the Hall

A request was received from the Village Hall Committee for the Parish Council to take out a Public Works Loan Board loan to fund refurbishment works to the Hall. The Councillors considered the request. It was decided that it would be unable to agree the request at this point as much more information would be needed and public consultation undertaken to gauge public opinion as to the spend as costs for the loan would have to be paid for out of the precept (paid for through Council Tax).  Residents have to agree to the additional costs.  Councillors agreed that a  whole plan would need to be seen, with information such as which other external funding sources are being applied to and quotes for works provided. Clerk to write.

Cllr Taylor proposed appointing SDH Accounting to carry out the internal audit for 2019-20, seconded by Cllr Hodder. All agreed. Resolved. Clerk to appoint.
