Minutes of the Cheswardine Parish Council Meeting held on 19th October 2021 at Cheswardine Parish Hall

Chairman’s welcome, announcements, apologies & public participation 
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The Chairman welcomed everyone to the Meeting and declared it open at 7:30pm. One member of the public attended the Meeting.  Apologies were received and accepted from Cllr A Thomson.

Cllr Taylor declared an interest in the planning application due to be considered and stated that he would not participate in the discussion.

Cllr Taylor reported that the applicant was unable to attend this meeting due to work commitments.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on  21st September 21 (Local 
Government Act 1972, s12 p41(1) )
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Hodder requested that his name be added to the attendee list.  With this addition, Cllr Hodder proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Taylor, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Matters arising/action taken from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda

Cllr Hodder confirmed that the COVID related signs have now been removed from the playground.

Unitary Councillor’s report
 
Cllr Gittins gave Councillors an update following a meeting at Market Drayton Town Council regarding a possible electoral boundary review.  Cllr Gittins reported that the proposed changes will not affect his parishes and that it has been decided that the unitary council divisions will be reviewed first. 
Cllr Gittins reported that some resurfacing work will be carried out in Soudley between Doorway Farm and the Ellerton Road.  

Cllr Gittins reported complaints regarding speeding through Soudley. He requested that the Council asks Highways for some speed data collection to be carried out with a view to installing a 30mph zone.

Cllr Gittins left the Meeting at 7:42pm.

Allotments – Tenancy agreement – update (Small holdings & Allotments Act 1908 ss 23,26,42)

Cllr Taylor reported that the new Parish Council agreements with both the PCC and the Allotment Society are acceptable to both parties.  These will be issued for signature and should be completed by the November review date.

Feedback on Land Registry application

Cllr Taylor reported that the registration for the main area is complete. Further supporting evidence to prove possession over 20 years was required for the area which is fenced off.  One strip is to be excluded from the claim as it belongs to a neighbouring property.

Defibrillator installation – Signage

The new defibrillator has been installed at the Wharf Tavern.  Cllr Faulkner to establish if re-imbursement is required for the cost of the electrical installation.  Grid reference and What3Word references to be established for the purpose of providing new signs.  Cllr Taylor to source new signage.

Nomination of Parish Hall Trustees

Cllrs Taylor and Stanton were proposed to continue as Trustees by Cllr Taylor and Stanton, all agreed. Resolved.

Loss of clerk protocol/business continuity risk assessment

The Clerk reported that the new accounts package is fully up to date and operational and circulated some sample reports to the Councillors.

Cllr Taylor raised some concerns over the grant application process and how this could be simplified in terms of what information is provided to applicants. It was agreed that some documents currently available to view on the website would be removed leaving only the letter and tick box list. Councillors agreed to this suggestion. To acknowledge & receive written reports from Reps:


Cheswardine School - report 

Undergraduates has been interviewed to undertake a project to increase the numbers on role at the School. This is sponsored by the Schools Governors and funded by Keele University. The project will be for 110 hours of study and will report findings and recommendations to the Governing Board.
b)
Parish Hall report – Shop lease update
The BoM have signed the Lease for the new Community Shop location in the old committee room at the hall.
The premium has been received for the shop lease into the PH account.
The Shop plans to open 31st October.
The Fire Risk Assessment for the hall has been completed with a few minor tasks to be undertaken.
The twice weekly coffee shop (Barley’s) continues to be a success and a small revenue generator.

Street lighting – Replacement column light update LGA 1957 s3; HA 1980 s301)

The Clerk reported that the replacement light has been ordered.   Eon has not provided any installation dates or details.

Playing fields /Playground  - installation of new bin; basketball hoop backboard; 
The new red bin has been installed. The new base slab is hoped to be sufficiently wide to prevent strimming damage. The basketball backboard has also been installed and tested.  Positive feedback has been received.

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No issues have been reported.  The Clerk reported that the hedge trimming has been booked. 

Cllr Taylor gave a report on a replacement WWI commemoration tree.

Remembrance Sunday

Councillors agreed to put the poppies up. Cllr Taylor will lay the Remembrance wreath.

Highways/Environmental Health matters

Highways – to enable Councillors to raise any local concerns/road closures
Cllr Taylor reported that he has requested that the pavement in Chipnall be cleared via FixMyStreet with Shropshire Council. Other pavements in the Parish to be put forward for clearing.  The Clerk was asked to put forward a request for speed checks in Soudley and Cheswardine.

Cash book, bank reconciliation and budget analysis for information

Councillors acknowledged receipt of the bank statement copies and bank reconciliation information circulated by the Clerk via email.  Cllr Taylor confirmed that the accounts reconcile with the statements. 

Councillors discussed the budget analysis noting that the fixed equipment purchases are over budget but this can be accommodated for with reserves or the energy supply cost savings. Overall the Councillors agreed that the Council is in a good position within the overall annual budget.

Adult gym equipment –application for a Severn Trent Wellbeing Grant update
Cllr Taylor reported that Cllr Thomson has drafted an application for the Grant.  This has been reviewed by the Chairman and Clerk. Action: to submit the application and review suppliers before Christmas.  

d)
Bus service –update on service in conjunction with NS Wheelers (Transport Act 1985 106A)

Cllr Stanton gave an overview of the Wheelers new management and funding arrangements.  The new trial service will commence on 27th October until 22nd December. Seats are to be pre-booked and a list will be held on board.  The service will stop off in Soudley, Chipnall and Cheswardine to arrive in Market Drayton by 10:30am. A return journey will leave the Bus Station at 1:30pm. 




e)
CCTV – update(Crime & Disorder Act 1998 ss5&17)
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The new system is now fully installed and operational.  

A request to view footage has been received following some damage at the Hall. Councillors queried if a criminal damage report has been filed, in which case the footage could be shared with the police.  If not, the Council would be unable to review the footage simply on a ‘wanting to know what has happened basis’ as all requests must be processed in line with legislation.
