Chair’s welcome & announcements
 The Chair welcomed everyone to the July Meeting of Cheswardine Parish Council and opened proceedings at 7:31pm.  Cllr R Gittins was in attendance.  Apologies were received and duly accepted from Cllr P Taylor.

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins gave an update on Connecting Shropshire - £11.2m allocated for the rural focus.  Chipnall known to be a difficult location but may benefit from line of sight receivers and transmitters.  New car parking strategy has been launched.  New Leader has offered to visit parishes.  Councillors agreed his visit would be better conducted at an LJC meeting to cover several parishes at once.  Cllr Gittins attended the School to present a long service award today.  Cllr Stallard’s interest in becoming Governor to be taken forward.

Parish Clerk’s update: The Clerk reported that the wifi order has been placed with PlusNet – due to attend on 28th July; new bolts ordered for the benches; new website domain name has been purchased (cheswardineparishcouncil.org.uk) and this will be linked to the new site which will be launched in  September.  More local photos are required for the site.  Orders placed totalled £258.35 which the Clerk highlighted that she has had to pay for personally until expenses can be reclaimed.  Councillors asked the Clerk to investigate alternative payment methods for ordering goods which will not invoice.

Goldstone Road – site visit feedback
Cllr Faulkner reported that he met with the site engineer following a complaint from a Hinstock resident about speed of traffic along this road which has been detrimentally impacting on amenity in terms of loss of pets, danger to pedestrians and horse riders.  A Councillor from Hinstock also attended the meeting.  Traffic calming measures were discussed and the introduction of a recommended 40mph limit.  White road markings will be installed first, signs to follow (probably in September).  Councillors agreed that this was a most satisfactory outcome.
