Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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 The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  Cllr R Gittins attended the Meeting.  The Chairman announced that a Casual Vacancy has arisen due to the disqualification of Cllr Saville due to non- attendance at Meetings. The Clerk confirmed that Cllr Saville has been informed and thanked for his service.  A new job has prevented Cllr Saville from being able to attend Meetings regularly.  The vacancy has been advertised.

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest
Five members of the public attended the Meeting.  Councillors agreed to bring forward the update on the discussion held today at a meeting with planning policy department regarding becoming a community cluster for the purposes of the Local Plan Review.  Further consultation will be undertaken by Shropshire Council in the Autumn this year. To go to the Inspector next year, this process will take a year. It will then go to examination then it will need ratifying by Shropshire Council. Councillors answered questions from the public about planning development rules in Shropshire, touching upon the ramifications of Shropshire Council not maintaining its 5 year housing land supply.  The public left the meeting.

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has had a Cabinet reshuffle – Cllr Gittins has moved to public health. A priority for spend in the Highways Dept will be the north west relief road around Shrewsbury 2022-2023.  Conversations have been held regarding safety on the A41. The Council will be taking the lead on this and are hoping for funding from the Dept of Transport. Extra £1m has been put aside for potholes. Reorganisation of the Highways Dept to be finished in June.  Each Parish Council will be assigned an account manager.  New members of staff are being recruited.  Cllr Gittins reported that he will be taking leave shortly.
