An invoice has been received for recent repairs – noted system had been left in playback mode – was re-set and is now working.  Prior authorisation for this expenditure had not been sought.    The Councillors expressed the view that a restricted number of people should be able to use it and authorisation sought prior to repairs being undertaken.  It was suggested that the Chair, as a member of the Hall Board of Management Committee could be one of the viewing parties. For insurance purposes easier to include on the hall insurance.  Keep on agenda – Cllr Stallard to take ‘ownership’ of the CCTV forward

Proposal:  Removal of 375m of hedgerow
Applicant: Messrs JM & SE Jackson Ltd (Mr Jonathan Jackson, Longpools Farm, Marsh Lane, HINSTOCK, TF9 2TG)
Cllr Stanley gave an overview. Access into fields either side is very adequate.  Hedges provide important wildlife corridor – object to the mature trees being removed. Information is not accurate – hedges are in good condition.  Trees are not mentioned in the application.  Object in the strongest terms.

Proposal:  Erection of detached double garage with office above
Applicant: Mr R Bullen (c/o Agent)
Cllr Taylor gave an overview of the subterranean house requiring garage.  Plans were circulated for consideration with reference and regards to the Round House.  Councillors agreed that a double height building would be inappropriate in this context and setting.  Councillors further queried the need for residential type facilities being included (shower, kitchen facilities) – councillors agreed to object.  A single storey garage for car storage only was deemed to be appropriate.

Cllr Faulkner give an overview.  Councillors reviewed the plans.  All agreed to support the application.

Proposal:  Restoration alterations and extensions to existing dwelling and erection of new dwelling

Also included 17/01876?FUL – concerns modern development in rural countryside. The proposals were studied.  Noted Section 55 grand design planning application qualifying for exception status.  Viability of guest house not dependent on a new residence.  Dimensions of proposed dwelling were checked.  Councillors queried whether the proposals justified section 55 status.  No significant architectural merit. Councillors do not feel the plans meet the “not truly outstanding or innovative’ does not enhance immediate – all agreed to object.

Cllr Taylor, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, proposed the payments inc the clerks’ salary. All agreed.
iii)
Fun run grant application – Cllr Faulkner was referred to the grant giving policy. Wants trophies and medals paid for. Email request was considered. The proceeds are put back into the parish. Cllr Taylor proposed donating £250, seconded by Cllr Stanley, all agreed.  
iv)
Request for provision of changing rooms – temporary changing rooms requested for Saturday football to be put on playing fields.  Cllr Faulkner has asked for information regarding the team, league registration, dates etc before decision could be made.  Councillors agreed if Saturday football team could be put together then the Parish Council would support them. However concerns were raised over being able to provide shower facilities etc as required for the Saturday teams. This would require provision of power and water.  Councillors agreed that they would need to have confidence that the team is ongoing – other external funding/match funding/fund raising questions were raised.
