1 Chair’s welcome & announcements
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The Chair welcomed everyone to the Meeting, opening proceedings at 7:32pm.
 

2 Public participation 
One member of the public was present who expressed an interest in joining the Council.  Clerk to include Co-option of Councillor on the February agenda.  Unitary Cllr Rob Gittins was in attendance. 

3 To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation and Requests in accordance with the Code of Conduct: With reference to a planning application for Moss Lane, Cllr Taylor declared an interest as a neighbour.

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 21st November 2017: Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. They were proposed as a true and accurate record of the Meeting, proposed by Cllr A Thomson, seconded by Cllr J Hodder, all agreed.  The Chair duly signed the  minutes.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins wished everyone a Happy New Year.  He reported that Kier are taking over from Ringway in April as the new Highways contractor.  Shropshire Council needs to save over £1m in the next financial year.  The following financial year £9m will have to be saved.  Funding formula from Government better than expected for this next year.  Shropshire Council is looking into charging for green waste. This will be an extra charge on top of council tax.  Cllr Gittins is concerned that fly tipping may increase as a result.  Councillors discussed alternative options for waste disposal.  
b)
Parish Councillors’ 

Cllr Taylor gave a report about the Bowling Club who will be liaising with Fields in Trust concerning taking over the recreation ground land. Need to define who the club is and what they do/rules etc as the club land falls within the recreation ground land but the current insurance doesn’t cover sporting activities.  Need to demonstrate that a management agreement is in place.  Councillors welcomed the positive progress being made.

Parish Matters: 
a)
Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs:  to include: light out at end of Symonds Way – fixed but it goes out within a week (opposite the Old Post Office).  Clerk to request quote to upgrade to LED lighting from Eon.

Playground: To receive and consider playground inspection reports/consider quotations for repairs: Four contractors approached following the annual inspection.  Work required can be done under three different elements: specialist contractor, grounds maintenance and dog waste. 3 quotes were received – highest included grass mat removal and replacement. £4,600 most competitive quote. Cllr Taylor proposed accepting quote from Ray Parry for £4600.  Seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed.  Clerk to appoint.

Parish Matters cont
For the second phase of works, Cllr Faulkner reported that out of the 4 requests for quotes he made in November, only one was received, from Harrisons.  Works included laying of concrete pads, new slabs and fix benches to slabs and to fit plastic collars around equipment legs.  Cllr Faulkner proposed accepting the quote, seconded by Cllr Hodder seconded. All agreed.  Clerk to appoint.  
Rubbish bins: Cllr Hodder gave update.  The provision of 3 dog waste bins is more than enough for the playing field area in the view of Shropshire Council. There are also 3 general waste bins.  Dog waste being left in general waste bin.  Councillors discussed the issue of general waste bin emptying.  Cllr Taylor updated councillors on current budget and spend.  Cllr Faulkner to liaise with Mr Lucas to check when he will be able to start work again following his operation.  Clerk to source outside label x 3 for waste bins to say ‘no dog waste’.

Clerk updated Councillors on her current training schedule.  
e
Broadband
Cllrs Stallard and Hodder reported that they had met with a member of the Parish Hall BOM about telephone line for the broadband line .  Cllr Taylor proposed Cllr Faulkner raises at the upcoming BOM meeting the options available ie either to re route the cable, at a cost to the PC of c£200, or to have extension cable extended internally by an electrician. Councillors agreed that the PC decision was to install Wifi into the Hall for general use, however the hardware purchased from Transparency Code funds are strictly for the sole use of the Parish Council.  To offer for general use would be too problematical in terms of safeguarding, data protection, and equipment care.  In light of the need for the PC to register with the ICO’s office for data protection, Councillors queried whether the Hall needs to register separately for the use of the CCTV.  Cllr Faulkner to raise.
