Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs:  
The light opposite old post office is still glowing red.  Clerk to provide LED upgrade.  Check if EON have been called out. If it has gone again get LED price and ugrade the lantern.  Mirror opposite the Red Sheds, Haywoods Lane at the  junction near wharf and Westcott lane – requires attention as previously reported.  Westcott mirror has previously been shot by air rifle.

Quotation for additional playground repairs from “Shelly”: Cllr Faulkner suggested that the email sent may not have been received. Cllr Faulkner to send the Clerk the email address again. Councillors discussed a motion put forward by Cllr Taylor for discussion: The Parish Council would like to establish a Management Agreement with the Bowling Club as requested by Fields in Trust 7/7/15, and in line with their suggested document. Following the creation of a Management Agreement the Parish Council would like to investigate (with FIT) the possibility that ownership of the Playing Fields could be passed to the PC.   Cllr Faulkner proposed the motion, seconded by Cllr Cox, all agreed.
