Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins reported that the Local Plan review would do out for consultation from 29/11/18 until 31/01/19.  Comments should be submitted.  The Community Enablement Team has been given redundancy notice.  New jobs are being created for which the team are expected to apply.   Shropshire Council is setting up a new housing company to counteract a flux of the ‘wrong type of housing’ being built in Shropshire ie to address local housing needs.  Councils are being invited to apply for Environmental Maintenance Grants. Shropshire Council has altered its criteria – only applications for maintaining Shropshire Council owned land can be applied for. Grants will be given for half of the costs incurred.

Parish magazine 
A request was submitted from the Parish Hall BOM to ask if the Parish Council would fund or organise a parish magazine. The last parish magazine was a church publication.  Councillors agreed that a Parish Council newsletter was unsustainable.  Cheswardine has ‘What’s On’ and Cllr Taylor has offered the facility of the PC website for publication of local events. No events have been submitted for inclusion.

Request for grant from PC to Board Of Management 
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Cllr Falkner presented a request for an annual grant to assist with ongoing running costs.  Revenue needs to be increased. Expenditure amounted to £4698 last year with profit of £460.  The pricing structure has been made more competitive.  Cllr Taylor proposed a grant of £2k, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agree. The Clerk confirmed that the Parish Council has  a power of expenditure to provide grant funding to assist with ongoing costs under Local Government (Miscellaneous Provisions) Act 1976 19 s3.

Presentation of quote for CCTV cabinet
Cllr Faulkner presented costings for a secure cabinet to house the CCTV system which is required under the new GDPR regulations.  Training has been undertaken in using the system.  Cllr Faulkner has drawn up a third  party agreement to be signed by the Hall and Parish Council.  The cabinet will costs £351 + VAT.  Cllr Stallard proposed purchasing the cabinet, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. Cllr Faulkner to action.
