1 Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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 The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  No members of the public attended the Meeting. Apologies were received from Cllr S Stallard.  Cllr Taylor thanked Cllrs Stallard and Thomson for their terms in office as Chairman and Vice Chairman.

Cllr Faulkner declared an interest in the Fun Run funding request.

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 16th April 2019, the Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting and Annual Meeting of the Parish Council held on 21st May 2019
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read all sets of Minutes.  Cllr Millar proposed the 16th April 2019 Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed.  Cllr Hodder proposed the draft Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting to be  a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed. Cllr Faulkner proposed the Minutes of the Annual Meeting of the Parish Council held on 21st May 2019 to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Millar, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.  Resolved. 

5 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes: 
a)
Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins reported that the Highways Dept reshuffle went ‘live’ on 1st June.  Going forward the Unitary Councillors will have meetings with the line managers.  Problems with the maintenance contractor, Kier, have been reported.  Cllr Gittins presented a letter he intends sending to Owen Paterson, MP, to raise awareness of road safety concerns on the A41.  He requested support from the Parish Council.  Cllr Taylor proposed supporting Cllr Gittins in his endeavours, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. Cllr Gittins reported that the number of Planning Committees has been reduced from 3 to 2.  Cllr Gittins was asked to follow up on promised horse rider warning signage for Goldstone.

b)
Parish Councillors’ 

Cllr Taylor reported from his attendance at the recent NSAC meeting.  A presentation was given by the Ambulance Service.  West Midlands Service performance has been rated ‘outstanding’, the only service in the country to have received this rating.  The importance of defibrillators was stressed and it is hoped that more will be provided around the county. Cllr Taylor requested that this be added to the next agenda for discussion and consideration. Various tips were given to aid ambulances finding rural properties at night, such as putting all of the house lights on.  Other matters discussed were pilot schemes for potholes, HS2 traffic in Woore, flood management and footpaths. An application to build 3000 in Tong has been rejected. This was not a Shropshire Council application.
