Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 17th October 2017 at the Parish Hall

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1 Chair’s welcome & announcements
Cllr Stallard sent apologies for absence.  In her absence Councillors agreed that Cllr Taylor would act as Chair for this Meeting.  Cllr Taylor welcomed everyone present, including Cllr R Gittins, opening the Meeting at 7:40pm. Apologies were also received from Cllr Cox.
 

2 Public participation 
Emma attended the Meeting on behalf of the Girl Guiding Groups in Cheswardine.  The Groups would like to apply for a grant from the Parish Council to assist with running costs.  An overview of their activities (including fundraising) and current costs was given.  Cllr Taylor reminded Councillors that until about 3 years ago, when the Group’s felt they had sufficient finances, the Parish Council gave annual donations.  Councillors asked for a grant application form to be completed, submitted to the Clerk in time for inclusion on the November agenda for consideration.

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 19th 
September 2017: Cllr Faulkner proposed the Minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.

Appointment of Vice Chair: Cllr Faulkner proposed Cllr Thomson to be Vice Chair, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed.

Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 
Cllr Gittins – local plan open to consultation over 8 week period.  Dog waste bin on Westcott Lane – in fact it is a black general waste bin not dog waste bin.  The Parish Council will need to pay for the bin and installation.  Need a bin at the top and bottom which is a Shropshire Council owned one which is emptied. Cllr Gittins to follow up on this.  A529: Discussed joint letter proposed by Hinstock Parish Council in conjunction with Sutton upon Tern Parish Council.  Discussed reducing the speed limit.  Say they can’t do any reduction of speed limit wouldn’t be done without any hard data to back it up.  Local resident has suggested speed limit reduction on country lanes should perhaps be looked at a national level.  Site visit at Four Lanes end and Soudley with Highways officer Dave Gradwell – Cllr Faulkner to attend.

Parish Councillors’ – Parish Hall BOM meeting attended by Cllrs Faulkner and Stallard.  Report given by Cllr  Faulkner.  AGM to be held on 12th November. New members are being encouraged to come forward to join.

Cllr Faulkner has put out for quotes for general maintenance repairs.  3 companies approached.  3 categories of work identified. Works for general contractor, works for qualified playground contractor, then general items such as bins.  General maintenance quotes to be emailed by end of week.  Cllr Hodder has approached two of the playground contractors –1 company attending for a site visit.  Dog waste bins to come from Shropshire Council.  Cllr Hodder to source novelty bin.  To liaise with Cllr Gittins.

Grounds Maintenance: To bring any matters forward requiring attention: weed spraying: Cllr Faulkner has approached company who weed spray for SC.  On the list to be done – and down to be done within the month. 

Consider quotes for repairs/replacement items; Consider/discuss hedge cutting requirements: tag lane hedge issue reported to highways; 
Review ‘black shed’ by Hall: roof in disprepair, floor has a hole – repairs should be in region of £3-500.  Parish Hall BOM want to use the shed.  Cllr Taylor proposed that if the Hall Board of Management want to repair it they can use it, seconded by Cllr Thomson all agreed. Clerk to inform the BOM.
