1 Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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 Cllr Thomson proposed that Cllr Hodder takes the Chair, seconded by Cllr Stanton, all agreed. Apologies were received from Cllrs Taylor, Faulkner and Stallard. The Meeting was opened at 7:35pm.

No members of the public attended the Meeting.

No declarations were received.



4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on 21st January 2020
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes.  Cllr Stanton pointed out a spelling error under Housekeeping (‘free’ should have read ‘tree’) otherwise they were proposed as a true and accurate record of the last Meeting proposed by Cllr Thomson, seconded by Cllr Stanton, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.  

5 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins sent his apologies.  
b)
Parish Councillors’ 

Cllr Hodder reported that he had put on the caps onto the bolts in the play area now.  The bins on the playing field have not been emptied. This is the responsibility of the Grounds Maintenance Contractor during the months when he is undertaking the landscaping jobs.  During the winter months this is not being done.  Cllr Hodder recommended a sign to indicate no dog waste in the third bin in the playing field.  No dog fouling signage required for the High Street.  Councillors discussed providing free dog waste bags – Cllr Millar to investigate.  Clerk to source signage.  The Clerk reported that the police noticeboard has been removed. The Clerk asked if anyone could collect the post. Councillors confirmed that this would be disposed of.  Cllr Hodder requested permission to dispose of the lattice bin from the High street which was removed due to health and safety issues.  
Cllr Hodder reported from a Board of Management meeting (Parish Hall) – rebuild costs quoted at almost £1,000,000 for insurance purposes.  The annual cost to insure would be c£1200.  
It was reported that a local person would like to rent the shed that the mower is stored in. Councillors discussed whether or not the mower would be disposed of. Councillors are considering this. Cllr Faulkner was looking into sale prices.
c)
A41 Safety Campaign 
Cllr Thomson reported from the meeting. Next meeting 15th May.  Looking into ways to improve safety along the road.  Planning to have stalls at the local markets to collect information/data from near misses on the road.  Driver behaviour blamed for the accident numbers.

Adoption of phone kiosks/installation of defibrillators – update: waiting for the kiosk adoption completion certificate from BT.  Defibrillator installation will be completed after this has been received.  Councillors discussed potential uses for the kiosk at the end of Symonds Way.  Could house a defibrillator if in time the Red Lion can no longer house it.  The Clerk is to arrange for training via Heartstart Midlands in the Parish Hall.  Weekly checks will need to be carried out and logged on the central database. Councillors volunteered to do this.

Tree planting schemes: to enable Councillors to discuss an email approach received
45 native trees have been planted in Southfield Farm at top of Haywood Lane which were obtained from the Severn Trent scheme.  An approach has been received from a resident asking about tree planting schemes. Councillors discussed where any other areas of land could be found to plant on. Councillors requested that the resident might like to put a proposal forward.
