1 Welcome & Public Session
Cllr Stanley welcomed everyone to the November Meeting of the Parish Council, opening proceedings at 7:40pm.  There were no members of the public present.  

2
Present & Apologies and/or Absent
Apologies were received from Cllr Taylor (work commitments), Cllr Hill and Cllr Stallard (apologies given at the October Meeting) which were duly accepted by the Council.  

3 Declaration of Disclosable Pecuniary or any other Interests – None made.

4 Requests for Dispensations of DPIs – No requests received.


5 Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 18th October 2016: Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes – Cllr Rushton proposed, seconded by Cllr Cox that the Minutes were a true and accurate record – all agreed.  Resolved. The Minutes were duly signed by the Chair.

6 Matters arising from the Minutes not otherwise included on the agenda – No items brought forward.

Appointment of Parish Clerk/RFO – Welcome & Contract to Sign – Cllr Stanley welcomed Mrs Joyce back to the Council.  Interview panel members reviewed the contract prepared by the Clerk, confirmed that it met with the terms of employment offered.  The contract was duly signed by the Chair and Clerk.

Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs  

i)
Street lighting – Cllr Stanley reported that 6 lights not working have been reported and repaired by eon.
ii) 
Play area – Councillor update & safety inspection reports: – Cllr Stanley gave an update. As a result of original works being carried out some improvements to the original specification have been devised to ensure and improve child safety – verbal description sent to Fields in Trust, which they have approved – Contractor Mr Edwards to provide a quote to install a top rail and mesh infill to close in the gaps.  Cllr Stanley to provide copy of specification to the Clerk.  External sides to be meshed in.    Original mesh cannot be removed.  Secondary mesh to block in the gaps.  Cllr Faulkner expressed the view it would be expensive. Councillors confirmed that as this has been approved by FiT the Council should proceed as per specification.  
iii)
Grounds Maintenance –
a) Hedging: Call/email from Mrs Wilson to inform the Council that hedging alongside 8a Westcott Lane has not been cut this year – creating a visibility issue – top and sides require attention.  Council Members agreed some hedging has been cut this year but queried who has carried out the cutting.  Cllr Rushton proposed arranging cutting as in previous years.  Clerk to ask previous Clerk for details of hedge cutting.  To arrange a quote and ask to liaise with Cllr Stanley.  To approve in December.
b) Cllr Stanley expressed concerns that the Council hasn’t see the contractor’s PLI – Cllr Faulkner to request. Number of hours worked since August seems high.  Councillors discussed the schedule and considered the best system going forward – to consider again for new financial year.

‘Queens Croft’ and High Street corner, name sign is hanging loose – to be reported for attention.’ Give Way’ sign in Chipnall is down – has been reported but not attended to as yet.  Opposite the Fox and Hounds the village sign is rusted – Highways Dept has confirmed that it will not refurbish – Cllr Faulkner suggested someone needs to refurbish. Councillors agreed that the Village shop committee should be approached to be asked if they will refurbish the sign.
