Welcome & Public Session.
Cllr Stanley welcomed everyone present to the December Meeting and opened proceedings at 7:30pm.  There were no members of the public present.

5 Approval of Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on 15th November 2016
Cllr Rushton proposed and Cllr Thomson seconded the Minutes as a true and accurate copy of the Meeting, all agreed. The Chair duly signed the Minutes.  

6 Councillors’/Clerk’s update reports from matters reported at the last Meeting
Cllr Faulkner gave a report regarding reclaiming Parish Council funds through the Small Claims Court.  Councillors discussed the matter and agreed to write to the party concerned again to offer a meeting to resolve matters before proceeding further.  Cllr Stanley to draft letter and forward to the Clerk. Resolved.

Resignation of Councillor – Expression of thanks for service
Cllr Stanley proposed a vote of thanks to Mrs Eileen Hill who has recently resigned from the Parish Council for her enormous contribution to the Council over many years’ service.  No quote received as yet from Mr Edwards regarding the snagging repairs to the fencing. Cllr Taylor raised the matter of the phone kiosk consultation which was dealt with at the last meeting. Councillors agreed to keep this item on the agenda in order to monitor progress.

Street Lights/General Maintenance and or Repairs  

i)
Street lighting – Clerk received report of light out in Lawn Lane; Cllr Stanley reported lights out 7 Heywood Lane and the other at the entrance to Ellam Piece.  Clerk to report.  
ii) 
Play area – Councillor update: Cllr Phillips reported damaged to the playground fencing which was noted on Sunday.  Councillors discussed the matter and Cllr Faulkner agreed to inspect.

Grounds Maintenance – Cllr Faulkner has liaised with the Contractor and has arranged a meeting in the New Year to clarify the schedule of works required.  A brief discussion was held regarding next year’s budget.

Village signs – Cllr Faulkner reported that the Community Shop Group has agreed to carry out a refurbishment of the circle sign. Councillors considered the offer from the shop if the Council covers the cost of the materials.  The Highways Dept has confirmed that they will not refurbish the sign.  Arrangement of the signs will be looked at.  Cllr Taylor and Faulkner to come up with suggestions and email all parties for approval.

Hedge cutting – Quote from Mr Hoole – accepted by the Council – playing fields only.  Work will not be done until it is frosty.  Cllr Stanley requested that an invoice is sent to Cheswardine Allotment Society (send to the Secretary A Stanley) £80 + vat £96 for previous hedge cutting.

Highways Act 1980 – section 119 - Proposed Diversion RB 3 (part) and FP3 (part), Parish of Cheswardine – Councillors considered the proposed diversion.  Councillors agreed in principle that it is a sensible proposal but would like to see a better plan and greater information to enable the PC to consult the local walking group proposed by Cllr Stanley, seconded by Cllr Taylor, all agreed. Budget/Precept setting: Discuss  (to be taken forward for final decision in January) clerk to forward cash book to Cllr Taylor to create new spreadsheet splitting cost centres – to circulate to Councillors.  To decide budget in January and to set the precept.  Councillors discussed possible increased spend due to taking over assets through the devolution of services and potentially a need to increase the precept.  Lease of the playing fields will finish in 15 years – reserves need to be kept in order to pay for costs to take it over (quote from fit estimated legal costs could run to £10k).  PC members discussed the fact that they have returned a 0 % increase to a band d property when applying for the precept for a number of years.  Clerk to forward cash book to Cllr Taylor to review layout.
