5 Reports from Meetings attended and action taken from the approved Minutes:

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins reported on Shropshire Council finances, budgets have been set.  Expenditure has ‘eaten’ into the £8m reserves.  Hopefully only £3m of reserves will be needed next year.  The cost cutting exercises are now beginning to show results.  In the financial year 2013-14 funding from central government was reduced by 91%.  Adult and social care will cost c£8m this year.  Next year it is anticipated that it will increase by £10m.  They are preparing for a worst case scenario in 2020-21 of a £35m funding gap.  Spending of revenue will have to be undertaken.  Rural Councils are hoping for a better deal.  £565m comes in but adult social care, childrens’ services and Highways take most of the budget.  Highways are reorganising the department, Parish Councils will get their own account managers.  A review of waste has highlighted that not much would be gained by charging for green waste so this is unlikely to happen.  Councillors briefly discussed recent Future Fit announcements with Cllr Gittins.
