Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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 The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:30pm.  Cllr R Gittins was in attendance.  Cllr Saville was absent from the Meeting.

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 11th December 2018
Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes of the last Meeting. Cllr Thomson proposed them to be a true and accurate record, seconded by Cllr Taylor, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes.

a) 
Parish Hall: 

Cllr Hodder gave a report from the last Board of Management Meeting.  Cllr Faulkner has now resigned from the BOM who are now seeking a new representative from the Parish Council.  Cllr Taylor volunteered to take on the role.  Councillors approved Cllr Taylor’s joining the BOM.  Cllr Hodder requested training on the CCTV system and reminded the Council Members that the Third Party Agreement had yet to be signed off with the BOM. Cllr Faulkner, seconded by Cllr Millar, proposed signing the agreement and forwarding it to the BOM for agreement and signature.  All agreed. The agreement was duly signed on behalf of the Parish Council.  There are currently two key holders to the secure cabinet housing the CCTV system.  Under the GDPR regulations all requests to view the footage must be made to the Clerk, as Data Controller.  Access is strictly controlled and only for legitimate reasons.  The Clerk holds the key holder and trained staff information.  Training can be cascaded down via the current trained staff; Cllr Faulkner has offered to provide this training.   Currently one PC and one BOM representative are trained.  A second from each body has requested training.  

The Hall BOM have reviewed their access arrangements to the Hall.  They have requested the return of extra keys. The Chairman and Clerk of the Parish Council are currently key holders.

General Maintenance and or Repairs:  to include
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-
Recreation Field/Playground: To receive and consider inspection reports; Maintenance Contract: Tendering process to be discussed/agreed; Cycle path: quotes to be considered 
Cllrs Hodder and Taylor have instigated inspections to the playground. The items highlighted in their action list have been completed.  The contractor is to fix the gate latch next week.  Cllr Faulkner presented the quote for the goal posts which is £645 +VAT. Councillors discussed the use of nets and agreed that these will not be installed initially.  Seven aside goals.  Cllr Thomson, seconded by Cllr Hodder proposed purchasing the goals. All agreed. 

Cllr Faulkner reported that a rough costing of putting down a cycle track had been received at £45-50 psqm of hard core.  Assuming that a track would need to be c200m x 1m it would cost in the region of £10k to install.  Councillors agreed that this would only be possible with the aid of grant funding.  Councillors asked Cllr Faulkner to investigate grant funding for this and also to perhaps obtain quotes to enhance the current cycle ramps. 
Grounds maintenance tender: the Clerk reported that the tender would be advertised next week with a closing date of 15th February.  To advertise on the website and notice board.  The Clerk will also contact grounds maintenance contractors locally.  To invite the current contractor to re-tender.

Street lighting: 
A resident in Lawn Lane has requested additional street lighting. Councillors agreed that they would need to canvas other residents prior to any decision being taken. A pole and bracket LED light would cost c£750 each.  A column light is c£1500.

Next meeting to be held on 31/3/19. LJC to end as community enablement team deployed elsewhere.  Site allocation plan meeting held at the Festival Centre on 8th January giving details of site identified by Shropshire Council for development in their Local Plan.  Cheswardine is currently registered in the Local Plan as rural countryside with no housing targets.  Cllr Taylor recommended the Council reviews its status and considers becoming a community cluster allowing some new development in order to ensure sustainability for the parish.  Cllr Taylor proposed the Council considers the implications of becoming a community cluster and commences talks accordingly with Shropshire Council, seconded by Cllr Stallard. All agreed. Clerk to inform Shropshire Council. Councillors discussed the parish plan completed a number of years ago.  To locate it and review.

Cash book/Bank Reconciliation for information 
The Clerk circulated current spreadsheets. Balances were checked for accuracy against the statements and signed off as being accurate.

ii) 
Payments: To receive invoices for payment inc those received post agenda publication 

Cllr Stallard proposed all payments, including the salary, seconded by Cllr Taylor, all agreed. The cheques were duly signed in accordance with the mandate.  The Clerk reported that the PCC had requested the allotment rent payment. The Allotment Assoc has apparently sent a cheque for payment which has not been received.
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iii)
Budget– to enable Councillors to confirm the 2019-20 budget and to propose items for inclusion 
The Councillors considered the budget examining the 3 year spend analysis circulated for comparison.  The contingencies needed were discussed, allowing £2k for elections.  Cllr Taylor reminded Councillors that they have control over fixed equipment purchases and grants given.  Councillors approved the budget presented for 2019-20.  
iv)
Precept setting – to enable Councillors to determine/agree a precept request for 2019-20

Councillors discussed percentage increases on a band D property, taking into consideration reserves (taking note that they will require c £10k of reserves to pay the legal costs when the recreation field is handed over by Fields in Trust). Street lighting maintenance is an ongoing cost. Councillors noted their intention to upgrade all lights to LED.  Cllr Taylor proposed applying for a precept of £21,963 which is  a 4.6% increase on the previous year, seconded by Cllr Thomson. All agreed.  The Chairman and Clerk duly completed the form.
