Chairman’s welcome & announcements
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The Chair welcomed everyone to December’s Parish Council Meeting.  Two members of the public attended the Meeting.

Cllr Taylor reported that the Battles Over group had raised £1000 in total. This could be repaid to bodies which had donated to the event held on 11/11/18 or it could be saved to be put towards a permanent memorial.  Councillors agreed that the money should be saved to provide a permanent village memorial, proposed by Cllr Taylor, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed.  This could potentially be adopted by the Parish Council at a later date and maintained.

Parish Hall: 
Cllr Faulkner gave the Meeting an update from the last BOM meeting.  There is now a new Chairman and Treasurer in p lace.  The committee is looking into increase teh Hall’s revenue by fundraising, including considering a bar facility.  The Councillors briefly discussed the annual grant made to the Hall and considered the possibility that it may not be matched next year. It was noted that the precept had not been increased for c12 years.

Cash book/Bank Reconciliation for information 
The Clerk circulated current cash book, payments and receipt summary and bank reconciliation spreadsheets which were checked against bank statements for accuracy and signed off as correct. 

ii) 
Payments: To receive invoices for payment inc those received post agenda publication 

The proposed payments, including the salary, were proposed for payment by Cllr Stallard, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed.  The cheques were duly signed in accordance with the mandate.


iii)
Budget– to enable Councillors to agree the 2019-20 budget and to propose items for inclusion (3yr spend analysis circulated).  Councillors discussed the 3 year spend analysis, comparing costs from 2015-present.  Councillors agreed an aspiration to upgrade the street lighting to LED, perhaps taking out a loan to do so.  Cllr Taylor recommended increasing the precept this year which has been static for a number of years.  It is anticipated that Shropshire Council will be increasing council tax by 4.9% this year. Cllr Taylor reported that there is now a good accounting system in pace to monitor spend and can report the financial position accurately at each meeting, and can justify why an increase is necessary.  Reserves are in place for emergencies but these must not be allowed to run low.  There is £6k flexibility in the budget from the precept.  Cllr Taylor agreed to produce further figures to consider in January.  Councillors to also consider the installation of a cycle path cost and ongoing maintenance.  Cllr Taylor requested that Councillors compile a list of envisaged expenditure for discussion at the next meeting.  It is anticipated that there will be £10k legal fees to pay for the take over of the recreation field from Fields In Trust.  

Cllr Stallard proposed the purchase of software and anti virus protection at £229.99 and £39.99, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed.

Councillors agreed not to renew the contract for next year.
