Chairman’s welcome, announcements, apologies & public participation 
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The Chairman opened the Meeting at 7:35pm wishing everyone a happy New Year.  No members of the public attended the Meeting.
There were no apologies or announcements.

Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Meeting held on  8th December 2020

Councillors confirmed that they had received and read the Minutes. One change was proposed to the wording in 9d changing ‘have been’ to ‘will be’.  Cllr Taylor proposed the Minutes with this amendment to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. The Chairman duly signed the Minutes. Resolved.

Councillor Taylor raised some matters for discussion at the Meeting which would fall under the general headings: Defibrillators – proposal to purchase 2 additional defibs once locations have been agreed; Playing fields – use of; Replacement teddy bear bin; Westfield gate;

Unitary Cllr’s report

Cllr Gittins reported that Shropshire Council has announced its intention to move premises from Shirehall to Pride Hill to create a new civic centre by 2023. Other public service bodies will share the premises.  A local resident has reported potholes to him which have been forwarded to Highways for attention.

 Councillors’ reports: 
No external meetings have been attended.

Financial regulations – for review 

Cllr Taylor confirmed that these were last adopted in June. The Clerk confirmed that they are adopted annually, usually in May but reviews during the year are advisable.  It was suggested that a reference should be included to link in the grant giving policy.  To re-adopt in May.

Parish Matters 
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a)
To acknowledge & receive written reports from Reps:

Cheswardine School 
Report received in writing – No matters were raised.

-
Parish Hall 
Report received in writing - No matters were raised.
Councillors were made aware that a grant funding request may be forthcoming from the Parish Hall for some replacement fencing .

c)
Street lighting – to consider a proposal for an additional street light in Church Lane
To take forward for consideration again in 6 months.  No further comments have been received. 

d)
Defibrillators – Signage; To consider solar lighting for kiosk – quote; 
Cllr Taylor shared details of some proposed examples of signage for the defibrillators to give location id information.  Cllr Taylor proposed purchasing some A5 and A6 size signs as per his recommendations, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed. Action: Clerk to order. 

Cllr Taylor to confirm suggestions for new defbrillator locations in February.
Cllr Faulkner confirmed that he is sourcing an electrician to quote for the lighting. 
The Clerk recommended the Severn Trent Wellbeing Grant Scheme as a potential funding avenue for the new defibrillators. 


e)
Playing fields – Quotes for adult gym equipment: to receive/consider; 
Cllr Thomson reported that an additional quote has now been received. The quotes will need to be compared and assessed. Action: Cllr Thomson to report in February.

f)
Playground –to receive quotes for witches hat and basketball area

The Clerk was asked to confirm the order for the basketball hoop and bounce area with the contractor.  The other equipment will be reviewed when more quotes are available.  Councillors agreed that the quotes seen so far are expensive and would only appeal to a limited number of users. 

Teddy bear bin replacement: The Clerk and Cllr Hodder had reviewed the bin and noticed that strimmer damage was evident around the base of the item. They had agreed that an installed an enlarged base might be desirable before replacing the bin.  Action: Councillors to review again and take forward. 


g)
Hobgoblins request to use playing fields

The Hobgoblins Group has requested the use of the Hall and field in the summer, pandemic permitting.  Cllr Taylor proposed permitting the use on the previously agreed terms, seconded by Cllr Faulkner, all agreed. Action: Cllr Taylor to inform the Group. 

h)
Playing field rubbish collection
Cllr Taylor reported that the Grounds Maintenance contractor is not prepared to empty the recreation field bins as part of his contract.  A local person may be willing to do this on a 2 weekly basis for an annual fee of c£200.  Cllr Stanton to investigate this further.  Other bin emptying in the village was discussed and will be included on the next agenda for discussion.  Action: Agenda item. 
8
Highways/Environmental Health matters
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a)
Highways – to enable Councillors to raise any local concerns inc Westfields gate
Cllrs Taylor and Hodder confirmed that they had inspected the gate where it exits by Westfields following the Highways engineer’s recommendations to improve sight lines.  They proposed that the hedge cutter be contacted to quote to cut back some of the hedge. Signage was agreed to.  Cllr Taylor to check for sizes.  Proposed by Cllr Hodder, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. 

Action: Cllr Taylor to contact the contractor and obtain sign dimensions. 
The pothole issue in Doley was reported again.  Cllr Gittins to take forward. 
b)
To receive a proposal for the PC to fund a local bus service to Market Drayton for elderly/disabled

Cllr Stanton circulated a proposal prior to the Meeting. Councillors discussed this proposal in relation to guidance received from NALC.  The Clerk was asked to forward the specific proposal to NALC for final clarification that the PC could provide a bus service using a bus company if a community bus service permit is obtained.  Action: Clerk to contact NALC.
c)
Grit bins – request to refill
The Clerk confirmed that she has submitted a request for the parish grit bins to be refilled. The Fox & Hounds bin is missing.  Two further bins to be forwarded marked on a map for the Clerk to request filling. Action: Councillors to provide maps with locations marked. Clerk to request refilling.

Budget for 2021/22 based on precept of £21703 
Cllr Taylor shared the proposed budget online. Councillors agreed to move £300 allocated to grants to street lighting.  Cllr Taylor proposed accepting the budget proposed, seconded by Cllr Hodder, all agreed. 

Councillors, on the basis of accepting the proposed budget agreed a precept request with a 0% increase of £21703, as proposed by Cllr Taylor, seconded by Cllr Thomson, all agreed. 

Action: Clerk to apply for the precept request.
