1 Chair’s welcome & announcements
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The Chair welcomed everyone to the Meeting opening proceedings at 7:35 pm.  Apologies were received from Cllr Taylor, Cllr Savile, Cllr Hodder and Cllr Cox.  Cllr Gittins attended the Meeting.

2 Public participation – to receive representations on items on the agenda/of public interest:
No members of the public were present.

3 To receive Declarations of Disclosable Pecuniary (or any other) Interests or Dispensation 
Requests in accordance with the Code of Conduct:
No requests received. 

4 Approval of the Minutes : To approve/sign the Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on 20th March 2018: 
Cllr Thomson proposed the minutes to be a true and accurate record of the Meeting.
Cllr Faulkner stated that he was asked to go away and research GDPR and that any decision was to be taken forward to the next meeting.  He requested that the section in item 5 b) ‘sanctions can imposed for breaches’ be struck from the Minutes as this was not discussed. Cllr Faulkner stated that the Parish Council has not yet decided if it wants to be GDPR compliant.  Cllr Stallard proposed that the council holds fire and does not do anything yet.  The Clerk had circulated a report, prepared by SALC giving recommendations about getting ready for compliance.  Cllr Faulkner reported that the council should have a policy in relation to data protection, cascade training for members, and maintain point of contact within council for it.  Councillors discussed the holding of personal information, what type is held.  Cllr Faulkner stressed that in his opinion the Parish Council should not take any decision about becoming GDPR compliant as he was not convinced it was applicable to the Parish Council as it does not process any data. The Clerk put forward that the PC receives an electoral register annually, processes employee information, grant funding application forms, bank mandates and holds Councillor information/personal details and so on. Consent must be obtained from residents requesting assistance. He suggested that at the most a policy should be put in place eg applications/correspondence will be destroyed after x days.  He stated that, in his opinion, the Parish Council is compliant with the Freedom of Information Act but not Data Protection.  Cllr Faulkner recommended not appointing a data protection compliance officer or outsourcing the DPO function which would incur a cost to the Council and therefore the residents. The Council still investigating the best route forward.  To take forward to May.  He reported that the Hall’s CCTV runs on a loop cannot be released unless general authority is given.  Clerk queried if the CCTV is, or should be, registered with the ICO.  This will be looked into by Cllr Faulkner. Cllr Faulkner stressed that the Parish Council has not been compliant with the Data Protection Act since 1998 so no hurry now to register. Cllr Thomson proposed, Cllr Stallard seconded that Cllr Faulkner investigates the matter and will report in May.  Clerk to amend minutes and represent in May.   All agreed.

Unitary Councillor’s 

Cllr Gittins reported that the recent tax bills to the village halls had been sent in error. He apologised on behalf of Shropshire Council.  LED street lighting – LED salix funding option. SC does not have grant schemes. Carbon Trust can give up to £5K.  Councillors discussed pros and cons potentially of LED lighting and possible health issues related to LED lighting.

Defibrillator – Training for the defibrillator has been requested.  The defibrillator gives instructions for use. Councillors discussed the matter and agreed that training is not necessary.  PC received complaint that the keypad wasn’t working .  New pads etc have now been installed. Ambulance service hold the code which will be provided. Cllrs have recently checked the defibrillator – components are all up to date and working. In event of emergency call 999 and give them the location of the defibrillator and box number (H1).
